NEW TESTAMENT INSTRUCTORS NOTES 
Feel free to introduce this presentation in your own words, so long as the general emphasis remains the same.

Start the New Testament presentation by making the following statement: “Welcome to the New Testament survey. In the New Testament the first reading is the “begat’s!” This one begat that one and that one begat this one etc. We might find this genealogy or family tree rather boring in our culture but not so with the New Testament writers, they were excited saying; “Look! Look! God did it! Look! Look! The scriptures have been fulfilled, Jesus is the fulfilment of the prophecies!” Our New Testament survey begins with the life and ministry of Jesus.”
Now play Jesus one and two then make this statement: “The chronology of the gospels is very simple to follow. It is quite simply the birth life and miracles of Christ, followed by His betrayal arrest crucifixion and death, then His subsequent resurrection and ascension. However, the rest of the New Testament is difficult to follow, as it has been jumbled up just like the Old Testament, but around 80% of the new Testament chronology can be found in the book of Acts, so if you would like to open your Bibles and turn to chapter one verse one in the book of Acts which reads.”(PAUSE) ‘Dear Theophilus in my first book I wrote about everything Jesus said and did’. The first book that Luke wrote was the gospel that we call Luke. Now in the book of Acts, the writer Luke doesn’t write about the life of Jesus, he writes about the life of Paul.”
“The acts of the apostles, was so named by ‘theologians’ but there is a great possibility that doctor Luke was writing to Paul’s defence lawyer Theophilus. Theophilus was a high ranking man, to command such a lengthy personal letter and he was a Roman by name. If Theophilus were Paul’s defence lawyer in Rome, it would explain why the letter finishes when Paul was under house arrest in Rome, when in fact Paul was released from house arrest, and his life story continued.”
“Acts was written in the year 62, when Paul was under house arrest, but the information contained in this letter, started from the year 33. So at the beginning of the letter, the year is the year 33 AD, and the Roman Emperor, was Tiberius. Please find your New Testament worksheet and copy the dates from task one into the margin of your Bible and in so doing you will chronologically date the book of Acts. The dates that are underlined in your worksheet are exact, whilst the others are accurate within a year or two. So put a ring around verse 2 in chapter one and in the margin write YEAR 33 and so on.”
Do TASK ONE then play Paul one and make this statement: “Paul wrote most of the New Testament letters. To understand what the writer of a letter wants to communicate, you must read the letter from the beginning, and finish at the end. To pull out odd bits and pieces, and then expect to understand what is being communicated in the letter is just foolishness. In the New Testament letters we need to know what is written? Who wrote it? Why they wrote it? Under what circumstances did they write it? 
As you follow the life of Paul in the film, you will see it unfolding as a story. It has a beginning, a middle and an ending. During this story, Paul wrote his letters. For instance, Paul’s first letter was written to the Galatian believers, and it was written in chapter fifteen of Acts. So if you study chapter fourteen and fifteen of Acts you can see what was happening to Paul when he wrote Galatians. We are now going to do our second task from the worksheet and write in the margin of Acts where Paul wrote his letters.”
After they have finished TASK TWO, play Paul part two. When it has finished make this statement: “Could you now please complete TASK THREE from the worksheet.” When they have finished TASK THREE make this statement; “Our study is now complete and you are free to leave. We will carry on with a time of questions and a discussion for those that want to.
