Abram was married to Sarai, they had no children, but had adopted their nephew Lot. Abram lived with his father in the city of Ur.

God told Abram to leave Ur and to travel to the land of Canaan.

PICTURE 05
They travelled to Haran, where they pitched tents. 
PICTURE 06
One night God spoke to Abram;

PICTURE 07
 “Travel to where I show you and I will make you into a great nation.”

PICTURE 08
Abram was seventy-five years old.

PICTURE 09
And his travels had only just begun.
PICTURE 10
At last they arrived in Canaan today known as Israel.

PICTURE 11
There God spoke to Abram;

PICTURE 12
 “To your children and to their children, I will give this land.” 

PICTURE 13
Then Abram built an altar, and sacrificed to the Lord.

PICTURE 14
In time the land suffered a famine.

PICTURE 15
So Abram travelled to Egypt.

PICTURE 16
Sarai was very beautiful, so Abram said to her, “Say you are my sister, or the Egyptians will kill me.”

PICTURE 17
Because of Sarai’s outstanding beauty, she was taken to the Pharaoh’s palace.

PICTURE 18
The Pharaoh planned to marry her. 

PICTURE 19
So God began to send plagues upon the Pharaoh’s household.

PICTURE 20
The Pharaoh found out that Sarai was Abram’s wife and Abram was arrested.

PICTURE 21
“Abram why didn’t you tell me she was your wife?” 
PICTURE 22
They were deported from Egypt 

PICTURE 23
And journeyed north to Bethal.

PICTURE 24
Both Lot and Abram were very wealthy and there was fighting between their herdsmen.

So they divided the land and lived apart. Then the Lord spoke to Abram;

 “Abram all the land you see, I will give to you and your children.” 
PICTURE 27
War broke out in the land where Lot lived.

PICTURE 28
Lot was captured and they stole all of his possessions.

One of Lot’s men escaped and came to Abram with the news. 
PICTURE 30
Abram armed over three hundred of his servants and went to battle.

PICTURE 31
He rescued Lot and recovered all of his goods.

Melchizedek, the High priest blessed Abram. Then the Word of God came to Abram in a vision;

 “Abram your offspring shall be as many as the stars of the sky.” 

PICTURE 34
But Abram was still without children so Sarai offered her maid Hagar.
PICTURE 35
However when Hagar became pregnant Sarai treated her so badly, she ran away. 

PICTURE 36
The Angel of the Lord spoke to Hagar, “Return to Saria and call your son ‘Ishmael’, and your descendants will be many.”

Ishmael was born when Abram was eighty-six years old.

PICTURE 38
When Abram was ninety nine, God spoke to him;

PICTURE 39
“Abram change your name to ‘Abraham’, for you will be a father of many nations.

Your wife shall be called ‘Sarah’ and she shall be a mother of nations.”

Then Abraham left the land. 

PICTURE 55
When Abraham was one hundred years old Sarah gave birth to their son Isaac.

PICTURE 56

Sarah demanded, “Send Hagar away. Her son shall not be a heir with Isaac.” The Lord said to Abraham;

 “Do as Sarah says, because from Isaac, your offspring shall be called forth and because Ishmael is your son, I will also make him a great nation.”

Jacob was his mother’s favourite, whilst Esau was his father’s.

PICTURE 04
One day Esau said to Jacob, “Give me a meal for my inheritance.”
PICTURE 05
The deal was done for a bowl of bean soup.
PICTURE 06
Isaac called Esau and said, “My son, catch a deer cook and then I will  give you the inheritance.” 

PICTURE 07
Rebekah said to Jacob, “I will cook a meal, you give it to your father and you will receive the inheritance”.

PICTURE 08
Then she put goat skin on the back of his hands and neck.

PICTURE 09
Isaac was confused, because he heard Jacob, but smelled Esau. 

PICTURE 10
So Isaac felt him and asked, “Are you really my son Esau?” 

PICTURE 11
Jacob replied, “Yes I am” 
PICTURE 12

Then Isaac blessed Jacob with the inheritance.
PICTURE 13

When Esau found out he growled, “He has stolen my inheritance, I will kill him.”

PICTURE 14
Rebekah told Jacob, “Esau is planning to kill you. Go to my brother Laban and stay there.” 

PICTURE 15
So Jacob journeyed to his uncle Laban. 
PICTURE 16
That evening Jacob had a dream and the Lord spoke;

 “I am the Lord God of Abraham and Isaac. This land shall be given to you, and to your children.”

The next day Jacob built an altar and worshipped the Lord.

“I am Jacob, Rebekah’s son. My mother is the sister of your father Laban.”

PICTURE 32
Israel saw Esau coming and to his astonishment. Esau greeted him with favour.

Israel had twelve sons by four wives. These twelve sons became known as the twelve tribes of Israel, or the children of Israel.

PICTURE 6
In another dream, the sun, moon and eleven stars, bowed down to Joseph.

The brothers travelled with the sheep to find good pasture.

PICTURE 9
Israel asked Joseph to visit his brothers. 

PICTURE 10
Eventually he found them. When the brothers saw Joseph they said;

 “Look! It’s the dreamer let’s kill him.”

PICTURE 12
“No don’t kill him, put him in the well and leave him.” 

PICTURE 13
They planned to cover Joseph’s coat with blood and say that he had been killed by a wild beast.

Then they put him down a well. 
PICTURE 15
Soon merchants came by travelling to Egypt.

PICTURE 16
 “Why don’t we sell him?” 
PICTURE 17
So they agreed a price and the deal was done.

PICTURE 18
Then they bought the blood stained coat to their father.

PICTURE 19
 “My son has been killed by some wild beast.” cried Israel.
PICTURE 20
Joseph arrived in Egypt 

PICTURE 21
And was taken to the slave market.

PICTURE 22
He was purchased by a very important man called Potiphar.

PICTURE 23
Joseph was taken to Potiphar’s home, where he became a servant.

PICTURE 24
As time passed, Potiphar put Joseph in charge of his whole household.

PICTURE 25
Joseph was very handsome and refused the advances of Potiphar’s wife saying, “My master trusts me.” 

PICTURE 26
One day Potiphar's wife, accused Joseph of attacking her.

PICTURE 27
Joseph was taken to prison. 

PICTURE 28
In prison the Pharaoh’s butler and baker both had dreams.
PICTURE 29
The butler saw a vine with three branches and three clusters of grapes. The juice ran into a cup and he handed the cup to the Pharaoh.

Israel sent ten of his sons to Egypt to buy grain.

The brothers arrived in Egypt. 

PICTURE 45
And as they bowed to Joseph, he recognised them.

PICTURE 46
Joseph had the brothers arrested for spying and through an interpreter said; 
PICTURE 47
“I have decided to let you all go except one. He will remain here, until you return with your brother.”
PICTURE 48
As the brothers talked, Joseph wept as he understood every word.

PICTURE 49
When the brothers told their father, they wouldn’t let Benjamin go Israel said;

PICTURE 50
“Joseph dead, Simeon arrested, if Benjamin is taken I’ll die.” But the famine continued, so Israel said;
PICTURE 51
 “Take Benjamin with you and buy some more corn.”

PICTURE 52
When the brothers arrived, they were taken to Joseph’s palace. 

PICTURE 53
Where they were invited to a banquet.

PICTURE 54
Joseph arranged for a silver cup to be hidden in Benjamin’s sack. 

PICTURE 55
When the brothers left, the Egyptian guard searched them and found the cup.

PICTURE 56
So they were arrested and interrogated. Then Joseph spoke in his own language;

PICTURE 57
 “I am Joseph your brother, whom you sold as a slave.” 
PICTURE 58
When the Pharaoh heard of this, he invited the whole family to Egypt.
PICTURE 59
So the brothers went home and told their father.

PICTURE 60
On the journey to Egypt, Israel built an altar and worshipped the Lord. That night God spoke to Israel;

 “In Egypt  I will make you into a great nation, before I bring you out.”

PICTURE 62
So it was that the whole family travelled to Egypt.

“What you planned for evil, God used for good.”

PICTURE 70
Joseph said to his children, “Bury my body in Canaan.”

PICTURE 71
And they did, when Joseph died at the age of one hundred and ten years.

MOSES 1
PICTURE 1 01
Since Joseph died, over four hundred years had passed and the Israelites were now slaves in Egypt. 

PICTURE 1 02

The Pharaoh was concerned, as there were around two million Israelites. 

PICTURE 1 03
So he gave orders to kill all of the Hebrew male babies. 

PICTURE 1 04
One family put their baby in a basket among the rushes, but the Pharaoh’s daughter saw it.

PICTURE 1 05
The Princess named the baby Moses.

PICTURE 1 06
Then unsuspectingly, she employed Moses’ mother, to nurse the child.

PICTURE 1 07
Moses was highly trained in the culture of the Egyptians.

PICTURE 1 08
He was educated to the highest standard.

PICTURE 1 09
At the age of forty, Moses saw a fellow Hebrew being attacked.

PICTURE 1 10
So Moses killed the Egyptian.

PICTURE 1 11
When Moses stopped two Hebrew’s fighting, one of them said;

PICTURE 1 12
“Do you intend to kill me also?”
PICTURE 1 13
The Pharaoh sought to kill Moses, so he escaped to the desert.

PICTURE 1 14
One day Moses defended some girls, who were being bullied at a well. 

PICTURE 1 15
The father gave Moses a job as a shepherd, and eventually, Moses married one of his daughters. 

PICTURE 1 16
Forty years later, Moses saw a bush on fire, but it didn’t burn! 

PICTURE 1 17
 “I have come down to set my people free, from their suffering in Egypt. “ God said.
PICTURE 1 18
 “I will send you to the Pharaoh, to set my people free. Moses! Throw down your rod.”
PICTURE 1 19
When Moses did, it became a snake. 

PICTURE 1 20
Then God gave Moses another sign, He healed him from leprosy.

PICTURE 1 21
Because Moses stuttered God said, “Your brother Aaron will speak for you.”

PICTURE 1 22
At eighty years of age, Moses took his wife and their two sons to Egypt. 

PICTURE 1 23
When Moses met Aaron, he told him everything.

PICTURE 1 24
Aaron told the Israelite slaves, what God had said to his brother.
PICTURE 1 25
Then Moses and Aaron went to the Pharaoh, “O’ Pharaoh, the Lord God of Israel says, let my people go.” 
PICTURE 1 26
When Aaron threw down the rod it became a snake, but the Pharaoh’s magicians did the same, and Aaron’s snake swallowed their snakes. 
PICTURE 1 27
However the Pharaoh’s heart was hardened and he wouldn’t let the people go.

PICTURE 1 28
So Moses turned all of the water into blood, but the magicians did the same.

PICTURE 1 29
Then God sent frogs, but the magicians did the same. 

PICTURE 1 30
So God sent a plague of lice, when the magicians could not do the same, they said, “This must be the finger of God.” Next, God sent flies.

But the Pharaoh hardened his heart and wouldn’t let the people go.

PICTURE 1 32
So God sent a disease upon all the animals and then hail and thunder, followed by a swarm of locusts, and darkness fell for three days, the Pharaoh said to Moses.

 “If I see your face again, you will die!” God said;
PICTURE 1 34
“I will bring one more plague upon the Pharaoh and after that he will let my people go.” 

PICTURE 1 35
 “At midnight, the angel of death will kill the firstborn in every family.”

But if each family puts the blood of a lamb around the doorpost, the angel of death will P-a-s-s-o-v-e-r.

That evening, the Hebrew families ate the Passover lamb.

PICTURE 1 38
At midnight, the first born in every family died, except, where the death angel, passed over.

PICTURE 1 39
The Pharaoh said, “Go! Or we will all be killed.”

So it was that the children of Israel left Egypt.
MOSES 2
PICTURE 2 01
To lead the way, God appeared as a pillar of cloud in the daytime. 
PICTURE 2 02
At night-time, God appeared as a pillar of fire. 

PICTURE 2 03
The Pharaoh ordered his army to bring the Israelites back.

PICTURE 2 04
They were trapped, by the sea so Moses’ said, “Don’t be afraid, watch God save us.”

PICTURE 2 05
Then the Lord told Moses, “Stretch your rod over the sea and you will go through on dry land.” 

PICTURE 2 06
As the Egyptians followed, they were engulfed by the water.

PICTURE 2 07
The children of Israel rejoiced and worshipped the Lord.

PICTURE 2 08
In the desert they eventually found water, but it was bitter, so God made the bitter water sweet.

PICTURE 2 09
One evening God sent a flock of quails for meat and the following morning, they found bread on the ground. They called it manna.

But the Israelites complained to Moses, “Why have you brought us to the desert to die?” 

PICTURE 2 11
God told Moses to hit a rock with his stick, when he did water began to run, and the people drank.

PICTURE 2 12
When they neared the Promised Land, Moses sent out twelve spies, one from each tribe.
PICTURE 2 13
But when the spies returned, they said the people were giants and only Caleb and Joshua wanted to enter.

PICTURE 2 14
The people further complained to Moses, “Why has the Lord brought us here to be killed?” 

PICTURE 2 15  
 “You spied the land for forty days, now you will wander in the wilderness for forty years. Only Joshua and Caleb will enter the promised land.” Thus says the Lord.
PICTURE 2 16
In battle Moses would pray with raised hands.
PICTURE 2 17
As Moses tired, they would support him, as Joshua fought the battle.

PICTURE 2 18
When they reached the wilderness of Sinai.

PICTURE 2 19

They camped at the foot of the mountain.

PICTURE 2 20
Moses climbed Mount Sinai and the Lord told him. “If you will obey me and keep my law, you will be a special race of people to me.”

Then the Lord came down in fire and the whole mountain shook.

PICTURE 2 22

God sent them a prophet, who reminded them of the promise that their fathers made.

One day an angel appeared to Gideon and said, “I want you to know that God is with you.”
PICTURE 07
Amazed Gideon replied, “With me? How could that possibly be?” The angel answered, “I will make you strong; go and save Israel from the hand of the enemy.” Gideon asked for a sign, and went to prepare food.

He returned with some meat, bread and soup.

PICTURE 09
When he put it on the rock, the angel touched it and it burst into flames.
PICTURE 10
After the angel had gone, Gideon built an altar and worshipped the Lord.

That night, God spoke to Gideon in a vision, “Take your father’s best ox, then follow my instructions.”

Gideon took ten men and went to the altar of the heathen god Baal.

In the morning if the fleece is wet, but the ground is dry, then I will know that you will help me.”

God told Gideon, “There are too many people, send home the timid and the frightened.” They did, but there were still ten thousand, so God said;

 “Take them down to the water, those who drink from the cup of their hands, you will take with you, and those that lap like a dog, leave behind.” Then there were only three hundred men left!

During the night God spoke to Gideon, “Attack the enemy, but if you’re afraid, first go down and listen to what they’re saying.”

The children of Israel dwelt in peace for the next forty years.

The spirit of the Lord came upon Samson; and he killed thirty Philistines and gave their clothes to the young men.

Then he caught foxes and set fire to the Philistine’s crops.

In retaliation, the Philistines burnt Samson’s wife and her father. 

PICTURE 19
So Samson slaughtered the young men and went to live alone on a mountain.

When the Philistines began persecuting the children of Israel.

PICTURE 21
Samson agreed that they could arrest him and hand him over to the enemy.

When Samson was in the hands of the Philistines, he broke free and killed a thousand men with the jawbone of a donkey.

Samson judged Israel for twenty years in the days of the Philistines.

In Gazza, the people planned to capture Samson.

You are the nearest relative, so if you wish to buy it then do so. If not then I, Boaz, am next in line.”

“Yes I will buy it.” said the relative, Boaz replied;
PICTURE 30
 “According to our customs if you buy the field, you must marry the dead man’s widow.”

“I can’t do that; it  would spoil my inheritance. You buy the land and marry Ruth.”

The relative giving up his right to buy, took off his sandal and gave it to Boaz.
PICTURE 33
Boaz immediately went to tell Ruth the good news.

PICTURE 61
And they anointed him as their king. 
PICTURE 62
But the time would soon come, when David would become King over the whole of Israel.

After forty years as king, David died.

The first thing Solomon did was to have his brother executed.

Solomon made a treaty with the king of Egypt, through marriage to his daughter.

“King give her the living child, but please don’t kill it.”

PICTURE 20
Solomon was king over all of Israel; and he reigned in great prosperity.

He wrote three thousand proverbs and one thousand and five songs. 

PICTURE 22
Wisemen and kings who had heard of his wisdom, came from all over the earth to listen to him.

So it was that Solomon began to prepare for the building of the temple. 

PICTURE 24
And it came to pass in the fourth year of his reign, the construction began.

PICTURE 25
The building was magnificent, with gold floors, walls and ceilings.

PICTURE 26
In the October  959 years before Christ, Solomon completed the temple.

PICTURE 27
When the Ark of the Covenant was bought in, a cloud of glory filled the whole building. 
PICTURE 28
King Solomon also built a fleet of ships.

PICTURE 29
The Queen of Sheeba visited Solomon to test his wisdom.

PICTURE 30
She was breathless, and said to the king, “What I heard concerning your wisdom and prosperity, is certainly true.”

Solomon had seven hundred wives and three hundred mistresses, many of whom were foreign.

But he did evil in the sight of the Lord, when he built an altar to the foreign gods, The Lord said;

“I will take the kingdom from you.”

“You shall be left with only one tribe, for the sake of David your father.”

At this time the prophet of God, tore his robe into twelve pieces saying;

“Thus says the Lord, I will tear the kingdom from Solomon and give ten tribes away.”

In the Bible Solomon wrote the book of Proverbs, The Song of Songs, otherwise called The Song of Solomon, and Ecclesiastes or otherwise called The Preacher.

Solomon reigned over Israel for forty years and 930 years before Christ, Solomon died.
ELIJAH

The first three kings in Israel were Saul, David, and then Solomon. Fifty years after Solomon’s death, in the year 873 B.C

Ahab was king and there was no king worse than Ahab.

He married a witch and set up an altar to worship Baal.

Ahab was furious when Elijah came to him, proclaiming a judgement of drought in the land.

The Lord told Elijah to escape to a brook, near the river Jordan.

Elijah was alone without any food, when the Lord spoke; 

PICTURE 07
“I have commanded that the ravens feed you.” 
PICTURE 08
However, with no rain, soon Elijah was without water.

So God told Elijah to go to a town, where He had commanded a widow to take care of him.

Elijah saw the widow and said, “Please, fetch me a drink and some food.” the woman replied;

“I have enough for one meal and then my son and I will die.”

Elijah said, “First let me eat, for the Lord has said that you will have flour and oil, until the day the rain comes.”

Elijah stayed with the woman for about three years and the flour and oil never ran out.

However, the widow’s son died and she said to Elijah, “Have you come here to remind me of my sins and kill my son?”

“Give me the boy.”

Then he asked the Lord. “Have you killed the woman’s son?”

Elijah then prayed for the child and the boy came back to life, the mother said;

Then the Lord spoke to Elijah, “Go to king Ahab and then I will send rain.’

After meeting with Elijah, the governor then went to the king to make an appointment.

850 years before Christ, Elijah passed on his mantle to his servant Elisha

And Elijah was taken to heaven in a whirlwind.

At the same time as Elisha, lived a man called Naaman. Naaman had leprosy and was the captain of the Syrian army.

Naaman’s Israelite servant said, “If Naaman would visit the prophet of God in Israel, he would be healed.”

The king sent a servant to Naaman saying, “Go, and I will write a letter to the king of Israel.”

So Naaman set off with presents of silver, gold and clothing.

The king of Israel, was furious, “Am I God that I can heal a man of leprosy.”

Naaman was given this message by Elisha’s servant, “Wash in the river Jordan seven times, and you will be healed.”

But because Elisha didn’t come out, Naaman was angry, “There are rivers elsewhere where I can wash, that are cleaner than the rivers of Israel”

Then Elisha’s servant hid the silver and clothes. Elisha said to the servant;

“This is not a time to receive gifts! The leprosy that Naaman had shall be on you.” And Elishia’s servant went out a leper.

Ever since the Lord took the kingdom from Solomon, 

PICTURE 02                                                                 
There was the kingdom of Judah in the south, and the kingdom of Israel in the north. 

PICTURE 03
790 years before Christ, war broke out between Judah and Israel. 

PICTURE 04
There are many kings recorded in the Bible during this period and it was around the time of 750 to 700 BC. That Amos, Hosea, Isaiah and Micah began to prophecy.

Against Israel’s disobedience; the coming destruction of Jerusalem and the coming of the Messiah.

PICTURE 06
This takes us through to the year 643 BC, when Amon was the king over Judah. Amon was a wicked king, and had turned away from the living God, to worship idols and images.

He was King from the age of twenty two to twenty five, when he was murdered by his servants.

Amon had a young son called, Josiah.
PICTURE 09
In the year 640 BC the people made eight year old Josiah their king.

Two years later, he decided to refurbish Solomon’s temple.

Plans were drawn, and workmen were employed.

Money was collected to pay the carpenters and stonemasons.

In the temple they found the book of the law.

 “Your majesty, we have discovered a book in the temple.” Josiah asked them to read it.

Josiah responded, “This is terrible that we haven’t kept the law of the Lord, His anger against us must be great.”

A prophetess, who lived in Jerusalem said, “The Lord God of Israel says, because the king has humbled himself, I will not punish the people during his lifetime.”

King Josiah stood in the temple and read the law to all of the people of Jerusalem.

Every image, idol and altar used to worship other gods, was destroyed.

During this time, Zephaniah prophesied the total destruction of Jerusalem and the dispersion of it’s inhabitants.

In 628 B.C. Jeremiah began to prophecy. In Chapter 25 he prophecies very clearly, there is a 70 year captivity just about to take place.

Also Nahum in 612 prophesied.

The destruction of Nineveh.

Two years after Josiah’s reign as king, in 607 Habakkuk began to prophecy, concerning the destruction of Jerusalem.

DANIEL 1

586 years before Christ, Jerusalem.

PICTURE 02
Was besieged by the king of Babylon, Nebuchadnezzar. 

PICTURE 03
The children of Israel, that escaped death, were taken to Babylon to be servants and slaves. 
PICTURE 04
The book we know as Jeremiah, was written prior to this. In Chapter 25 he prophesied the 70 year captivity. 

PICTURE 05
The other book Jeremiah wrote, was written during the captivity.

PICTURE 06
Lamentations, is five poems about Jerusalem’s destruction.

PICTURE 07
Ezekiel also was a slave and wrote his book in Babylon. The main message was that dispersed Israel, would be restored again as a nation.

Nebuchadnezzar took all of the gold from the temple in Jerusalem to his own temple in Babylon.

The king instructed that the brightest princes from the Israelites should be educated to serve him.

Four boys stood out, Daniel, Hananiah, Meshael and Aazariah. 

PICTURE 11
They were renamed after Babalonion gods, Belteshazzar, Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego.

PICTURE 12
God blessed these boys, by giving them knowledge and wisdom and they joined the King’s wise men.
PICTURE 13
One night Nebuchadnezzar had a dream. He saw the figure of a man. The head was gold, the chest and arms were silver and from his waist to his knees was brass.The rest of his legs were iron and his feet were a mixture of iron and clay.

The following day, the king invited his wise men to explain the dream, but they couldn’t.

Daniel approached the king saying, “O King, I will tell you your dream and its meaning.”

That night God explained the dream to Daniel. The next day Daniel told the king.

So the king ordered the furnace be heated to the maximum.

Then Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego, were bound and carried to the oven.

The heat was so intense, that the soldiers were burnt alive, Nebuchadnezzar said;

 “LOOK! We threw just three men into the fire, now I see four  and the fourth one looks like the Son of God.”

So the men were called out of the oven.
PICTURE 30
They didn’t have any burns, only the rope that they were tied with, was burnt off. The King said;

 “Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego, for there is no other God that can deliver like this.”

Nebuchadnezzar had another dream, when an angel said, “Cut down the tree, but leave a stump, with an animal’s heart for seven years.”

Then Daniel explained the dream, “O King you are the tree, and you are to lose your power. You will act like an animal for seven years.

The stump that is left, means that you will be restored and rule as king again.”

One year later a voice from heaven spoke, “The kingdom is taken from you, you will live like an animal for seven years, until you learn that God rules and gives kingdoms, to whoever He chooses.”

Eventually, Nebbucanazzer died and his son Belshazzar was appointed king.

Belshazzar decided to throw a party. 
PICTURE 03
As they drank from the temple cups and mocked God, a hand appeared and wrote on the wall.

Belshazzar was terrified, so he sent for Daniel to interpret the writing, Daniel said;

 “You have mocked God, ‘Your kingdom has been  given to the Medes and the Persians.”
PICTURE 06
Then Belshazzar gave Daniel the third highest position in his kingdom. 

PICTURE 07
The Persian army had redirected the river Babylon, by digging trenches and making a dam.

PICTURE 08
Now they were creeping into the city through the sewer system.

PICTURE 09
That night in 539 B.C. Belshazzar was killed and Babylon was captured by the Persians.

PICTURE 10
Darius was made king. Darius appointed three presidents, of whom Daniel was one.

PICTURE 11
King Darius considered making Daniel the head of the whole kingdom, second only to himself.

PICTURE 12
The other leaders became very jealous of Daniel, so they made a plan to trap him.

PICTURE 13
They suggested a new law, to pray only to the King. If anyone prayed to any other god, they should be cast into a den of lions.

The king had no idea what was going on, so he signed a law that could not be altered.
PICTURE 15
When the conspirators found Daniel praying, they went to the king saying;

PICTURE 16
“Daniel the Hebrew, is praying to his God three times a day.”
PICTURE 17
Darius couldn’t alter the law, so he sent for Daniel.

PICTURE 18
When they reached the lions den, the king said, “Daniel, your God will deliver you.”

PICTURE 19
The lions were kept back with fire and Daniel was made to enter. 
PICTURE 20
These lions were only lightly fed, so they were away hungry.

PICTURE 21
A great stone was rolled over the mouth of the lion’s den, then sealed. 

PICTURE 22
Suddenly, an angel appeared to protect Daniel.

PICTURE 23
King Darius was both angry and upset, as he considered this situation was his fault. 

PICTURE 24
That night Darius couldn’t sleep.

PICTURE 25
Very early in the morning, the king made his way to the lion’s den.

PICTURE 26
“Daniel is your God able to deliver you from the lions?” Daniel shouted back “O king live forever.”

The king gave orders to release Daniel.

PICTURE 28
Darius was overwhelmed and he executed Daniel’s accusers.

Then Darius wrote a declaration to the entire world, proclaiming Daniel’s God to be the living God.

Daniel received from God, dreams, interpretations of dreams and visions of the future.

The first year when Belshazzar, the Babylonian was king, Daniel had a dream.

Daniel saw the four winds of heaven blow upon the great sea.

Then he saw four beasts. 

The first beast was like a lion, with eagle’s wings.

The second beast was like a bear and it had three ribs between its teeth.

The third beast was like a leopard, with four wings.

The fourth beast was very powerful, it had iron teeth and ten horns.

An angel explained the dream to Daniel saying, “The four great beasts are four kingdoms that will arise from the earth.

Historically, it is believed that the first beast was Babylon which destroyed Jerusalem in 586 B.C. and was in power at the time of the vision.

The second beast was Persia when Persia conquered Babylon in 539.B.C. and Darius became king.

PICTURE 37

The third beast is believed to be Greece in 334 years before Christ, when Alexander the Great, began to conquer the Persian Empire.

The fourth beast is believed to be the Roman Empire, after the Romans conquered the Greeks.

Rome eventually took control of Jerusalem under General Pompey 63 years before Christ.

In the third year when Cyrus was king, a message was revealed to Daniel.

He was by the river, when he saw a vision of a man dressed in gold linen.

No strength remained in me, as I listened I fell into a deep sleep.

Daniel was told what would happen to his people, the Israelites in the last days.

PICTURE 44
There would be a time of great tribulation like never before.

PICTURE 45
At the time of the end the great prince who protects Daniel’s people, would stand up.

“At that time  O’Daniel, everyone who is found written in the book of life, will be delivered!”

PICTURE 47
Daniel seal the book until the time of the end, when only the wise will understand. The captivity in Babylon lasted for seventy years. 
Authors note: There is a debate between scholars here with reference to the Biblical timeline, the difference is 131 years. For the purpose of this work we have not entered into this debate, but have sought to tell the chronological Bible story, so it can be understood by those of us who are not scholars. The main point of reference we have used for our timeline, can be found in the rear of a Strong’s concordance.

Also when trying to make chronological sense of the Bible, when you read Daniel, Haggai, Zechariah, Ezra, Nehemiah, and Esther. You come across the names Darius, Cyrus, Xerxes, Artaxerxes, and Ahasuerus. These are not actual real names, but rather they are Persian titles of great authority. If you don’t know this, it can be very confusing, for example Darius keeps reappearing in different books after his death.

In the story we have just told, the Persians conquered the Babylonians.

It was at this time that God spoke to Cyrus the king of Persia, to set the children of Israel free.

The historical records show that a remnant of 43,360 left the captivity, plus a further 7,337 servants but many Israelites remained, unwilling to leave their property.

520 years before Christ, at the urging of Haggi and Zechariah, Zerrubabel started to rebuild the temple.

The temple was completed five years later, on March 12th 515 B.C. 

PICTURE 53 
A short time later Ezra became the Temple priest.
PICTURE 54
Nehemiah the Kings head waiter left Babylon to start to rebuild the walls in Jerusalem, 

PICTURE 55
In the year 479 B.C. the Jewess Esther, became Queen of Persia.

PICTURE 56
During this time Malachi, the last book of the Old Testament was written. The four hundred year period from Malachi to John the Baptist is known as the silent years.

The Temple was in a continual state of dis-repair 

PICTURE 58
And the Persian Empire was eventually conquered by the Greeks.

Led by Alexander the Great 334 years before Christ.

PICTURE 60
Eventually the Romans conquered the Greeks and sixty-three years before the Messiah.

The Roman general Pompey the Great, took control of Jerusalem.

And so it was that the whole land of Israel, became part of the Roman Empire, just as Daniel had prophesied.

Under Herod 19 years before Christ, the rebuilding of the third temple began.
